	Topic: Drama: Distinguish Source Material From Adaptation




	Essential Question: -How do I distinguish source materials from adaptations of source materials?


	What do students need to learn to be able to answer the Essential Question?

Assessment Prompt_1_:  Original forms of written work by the original author are called source materials.
Assessment Prompt_2_:  When an original text is adapted or changed to another genre, medium, or form of text, it is called an adaptation.
Assessment Prompt_3_: Readers can distinguish between source materials and adaptations by carefully considering the original author, genre, and medium.


	Activating Strategy: Word splash: Source Material/Adaptation 
                                              -Whole Group: Students create a word splash for each term and record related concepts pertaining to each of the terms. Discuss student results as a class and how those concepts are related.

	Key vocabulary to preview: -Source Material  - Adaptation   -Distinguish  -Primary Source  -Medium  -      Genre  -Original Author

	Teaching Strategies: 
-Whole Group: Reflect back upon the activating activity as lesson essential question is presented. 
-Whole Class Viewing/Collaborative Pairs w/Graphic Organizer: Provide students with three versions of the prologue of Shakespeare’s Romeo and Juliet (Shakespeare’s Original Prologue, Sharon Draper’s Romiette and Julio, and Baez Fuhrman’s Film Prologue). Play the video prologue via whole class. Provide copies of two written versions and a graphic organizer. Have students break into collaborative pairs where they chart the form of each text (genre), author, and medium. For each text, students analyze their findings and make decisions about which versions are source materials, adaptations, and explain their thoughts based upon their findings.  
Whole Class Discussion: Whole group reviews findings related to the three forms of Romeo and Juliet’s prologue and discuss findings to allow for further understanding of the concepts and questions to prompt further understanding. Discuss specifically: genre, author (original vs. alternate), and medium.

Guided Notes/Whole Group: Students are provided a copy of guided notes. As a whole group, class completes guided notes and teacher provides direct instruction regarding the distinguishing features of source e material, adaptation, benefits of adaption vs. source material, challenges of adaptation vs. source material. Explain that readers can always distinguish between source materials and adaptations by carefully looking at the original author, genre, and medium.
